LENTEN OFFERING:  Support of mission personnel is part of United 
Methodist connection in its best sense.

Tansen is a 136-bed rural hospital located 300 km 
southwest of Kathmandu.  Aside from her general surgery responsibilities, 
Dr. Jocson’s scope includes obstetrics/gynecology, as well as, some 
orthopaedics.  She is head of the hospital’s burn unit, and serves as the 
Foreign Medical Student Coordinator.  During this season of Lent, we hope 
to raise $2,500.00 which is a full share of support for Dr. Jocson to minister 
to the sick, especially the women and children of Nepal.  Thank you for 
being a part of God’s mission in our world.
